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Public Sector Industrial Action

I need to give you advance notice that, as things stand, it looks very likely that our school will be affected by the public sector union strike action on Wednesday 30th November.  All public sector unions are planning strike action on this day and it is likely that Wigmore will be closed to children for the day.  I will send out further information as and when I receive it.

Bike It

We are now a ‘Bike It’ school, working with the organisation ‘Sustrans’ to try to encourage cycling to school as an alternative to pupils travelling by car.  This will benefit individual pupils in terms of their fitness and will impact on environmental factors by reducing the number of car journeys to and from school.  We are in the process of commissioning cycle parking and are hoping that Luton Borough Council will soon undertake work they have planned to make a safer cycling route into school. In the mean time, we have issued cycle permits to 13 Year 6 pupils who have undertaken Bikeability training as a trial.  No other children may come by bike at present.  When we are in a position to extend this, parents will be informed.
